• Service is available for individuals over 60 years of age and disabled adults 

• Transportation provided for non-emergency medical and therapy appointments 

• Trip reservations must be made at least two business days in advance. 

• Riders are asked to be ready one hour before scheduled pick-up or drop-off times. 

• For more info call the Essex County Division of Senior Services Transportation 

Administrator at    (973) 737-7200 between 9:00 A.M. and 3:00 P.M., Monday through 

Friday to reserve a trip or to inquire about monthly scheduled trips to other destinations. 

• Flexibility Required: Due to high demand, passengers may need to be flexible with pick-up 

days and times. Vehicles are handicapped-equipped and arm assistance is provided.

13. Bikes on Buses & Trains 

Bikes on Buses 

 

• Get your bike and gear ready as the bus approaches. 

• Signal the driver that you’ll be using the bike rack once the bus stops. 

• Use one hand to lower the rack and the other to lift your bike onto it. 

• Place the tires in the slots labeled “front” and “back.” 

• Pull the support bar over the front tire to secure the bike. 

• Before getting off, let the driver know you’ll be unloading your bike. 

• When unloading, release the support bar, remove your bike, and fold the rack back up. 

• Bicycles are allowed on all NJ TRANSIT trains on all weekdays during peak hours 

(toward Newark, New York City, or Hoboken): 6:00–10:00 A.M. and 4:00–7:00 P.M. 

• Use designated bike areas, usually located in ADA-accessible sections near the 

doors. 

• Wheelchair users have priority in these spaces. 

• Secure your bike to keep it stable during the trip. 

• Hold your bike firmly and stay aware of your surroundings. 

Bikes on Trains 

• For those looking to transport their bicycles via PATH train, different equipment and 

loading procedures are in place.  

• Folded bicycles are permitted on PATH at all times, with a limit of two bikes per car. 

• Non-folding bicycles are permitted except for the rush hour periods of 6:30-9:30 a.m. 

and 3:30-6:30 p.m. Bicycles are not permitted in the first railcar of a train.
